SUMMARY OF POLICIES AND PROCEDURES 
 

 PRE-TEAM and TEAM is a commitment. Monthly tuition is based yearly and calculated on a monthly basis.  
 No reduction in tuition for missed practices.   
 Competitive Gymnastics is not conducive to make-ups due to skill level and routines.  
 Competing Members are to participate in no less than ½ of the allotted Competitions. 
 There are 1-2 Competitions that will be required. One of those Competitions is in Ohio. 
 Team members are responsible for fees of the Competitive Season starting July 15th through April 30th.   
 Monies paid towards Any Competitive Fees will be forfeited, if gymnast withdraws prior to season end.  
 Level 5’s (2nd Yr) should to train up hours, to advance their Skill Level in preparation for next season. 
 Late fee of $5.00 is in effect after the first week of current months practice. 
 Please, phone in all absences. 
 Gymnasts wear leotards for practice and hair tied away from face and no jewelry. 
 Gymnasts bring their Competitive Bag to practice and be prepared with; tape, rip mender, chapstick, 

deodorant, wristbands, grips and personal items relative to the gymnast health, inhalers/contact solution.  
 Gymnasts are not allowed pass the grey wall until class starts.  NO SIBLINGS IN GYM AREA.
